We have been discussing many times recently with Mr Gabi
and Maria, about the years we spent here, doing the job at
Emanuel and we have come to one conclusion: "If there is at
least one single child, in these 11 years of activity, who
accepted Christ as his Lord and Saviour, it means that our
efforts were paid off and it is worth it to keep on going with our
activity here.

The last months were very difficult for us: our children from :

We realised that we strongly depend on God more specially
now when we do not have employees, money for food or for salaries, or when we
don't know how to handle the problems we face each day.

The only person we can depend on was Daniel Schintee of the
children who spent some years from his life at Emanuel. He is a very special young
man. The reason why | chose to tell you about him is that he is one of the children
whose life was completely changed during those years spent at Emanuel and this
means that all our efforts and yours as well, are not in vain.

Dani is such a blessing to us and to the children at Emanuel, not only because he
helps us a lot, but he has learned to respect God and people as well. Of Emanuel, he
says: "When | needed help, there were some wonderful people who helped me and
who changed my life, now, | need to do the same thing for these children, | need to
help all of you because you need my help now". Maybe now you realise why we
appreciate him so much.
